          On January 1, 2010, the Idaho Department of Transportation commenced the sale of Idaho’s         
          new Earth Science and Lapidary Special Interest License Plate. 
          This new plate is inscribed with the phrase “The Gem State” in honor of our states nickname.          
          The entire chartable portion of the monies from the sale of the plate will fund statewide            
          education projects for kindergarten through 6th grade in earth science and lapidary studies. A         
          wide range of excellent projects are under consideration to give our children exciting oppor-         
          tunities into these fields of learning. 
          You can help by purchasing one or more of these new plates to make these opportunities a reality. 
          The plate is attractively designed with three of Idaho’s most noteworthy gemstones, the Idaho         
          Star Garnet, smoky quartz crystals, and a representation of a faceted gem for easy recognition          
          by the general public.  The Idaho Star Garnet is the state’s official gemstone and is found in no       
          other state. The faceted gem also honors a group, mostly made up of Idahoans, who cut the           
          world’s largest natural gem which weighed 19.5 pounds when finished!   
          Please help by purchasing these new plates which honor the Gem State and provides additional                     
          educational experiences for our children. Plates are now available at your local Idaho Division of  
          Motor Vehicles Offices and online at www.itd.idaho.gov.

“As they secured me into the helicopter I quickly realized I was not in the First Class section of the vehicle, not even 
business class.  As the rotor blades were winding up and the paramedic placed a set of ear phones over my head 
that would reduce the noise level and allow us to communicate.  I asked if it was possible to get a window seat, as I 
would like to watch the ground during my first helicopter ride - Request Denied.                                                       
Now I knew I could see a crack in the Halo. He then turned off our radio so he could talk to the pilot, and remember, 
my arms are still secured to the backboard so I am unable to either verbally, or use any hand gestures, to express my 
disappointment.  He turns my radio back on to inform me we are about to take off and that he can give me something 
for the pain.  I ask what he has?                                                                                                                                
"Morphine." 
"Anything else?" 
"Nope." 
"How long to the hospital?" 
"East Wenatchee Hospital is less than 20 minutes away." 
"Save your Morphine."  I said that line with as much determination and stoicism as is possible for a man wanting to 
simply pass out so it will stop hurting.

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Field Trips -“How I Broke my Ankle” continued 

 "You can not give me enough before we get there to make any difference in the pain, so save it."  The quizzical look 
on his face was begging for further explanation, so I tried.  Some years earlier I had the inauspicious providence to 
be involved in a minor motorcycle accident.  What motorcycle riders will tell you is that this means that the bike had 
minor damage. The rider could be in ICU and it still counts as a minor motorcycle accident. Bad accidents make the 
bike un-ride able, and crashes make them un-reparable.  So during the two hour ambulance ride to the hospital I 
learned a lot about Morphine and how it interacts with my body chemistry. Let's say it is slightly less than 100% 
effective on me. 
I explained to the paramedic how I knew he could give me one shot of Morphine.  And then he would have to wait five 
minutes, take my blood pressure and heart rate to make sure I was not crashing before he would be able to give me 
a second shot. Where upon we would start the process over again. The paramedic nodded his head indicating I was 
up to date on my knowledge of Morphine Pain Management.  I then added that it would take at least seven shots 
before I would start to feel the effects, and even then it would take several more shots before the pain was reduced in 
any significant way.  "Quick math will tell you I will be at the hospital before I can receive even the fourth shot.  And 
once at the hospital they will have better medications."  The paramedic nodded in understanding, and as a kind of 
consolation prize, he covers me in a blanket.  I believe this was either to make sure I stay warm, or more likely it was 
to remove the sight of my leg and foot from his line of sight.  Understand, my foot was standing on the backboard 
beside my leg - not lying down, but upright, so I can only imagine it was not a pretty sight.  He then turned to look out 
the window at the ground moving by below.  If I could have, right then, Angel or not, I would have kicked him. $8000 
helicopter ride and I get to stare at the roof while he gets paid to watch the scenery.  There are times when life is not 
fair, but once in a while it's down right cruel.  True to his word the helicopter lands at the hospital in less then twenty 
minutes.                                                                                                                                                                
Because of my less than stellar vantage point I do not know if the hospital has a roof top or parking lot landing pad, 
but as they wheeled me out of the helicopter on the gurney, on the backboard on the gurney, I saw 2 seconds of the 
sky before I was through the automatic doors and inside.  Once inside the facility I felt I understood which circus the 
"pickup" / "clown car" had come from.  The place was a bit of a mad house, but I had the ER Doctor at my side 
almost as soon as I came through the door.  Before anyone could say not to, or give any warning, one of the ER 
personnel pulled the blanket off of me, and I could have taken a picture.  No, I could have gotten out a camera, 
adjusted the focus, taken a light reading, and taken the picture before anyone moved - I was not the one in 
shock.  The ER Physician broke the spell with a single word, "Wow." ( continued on pg 9)

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Field Trips -“How I Broke my Ankle” continued 

Now this time the word was said with a kind of reverence usually reserved for when someone sees great works of art, 

like Michelangelo's David, for the first time.  I must admit I was starting to feel that the word "wow" was being used far 

too often.  But I was impressed, it had not been used with the same inflections or tone, and each time it seemed to 

have a separate implication.  This being said I was coming to the opinion that "wow" is a medical term meaning 

something akin to "Oh my god, what are we going to do now."  This opinion is somewhat reinforced two minutes later 

when I notice that one of the ER staff was taking digital pictures of my foot/leg.  At my inquiry I was informed that he 

was documenting the incident for their records because they had never seen anything like this before.  These were 

the words he used, "Never Seen Anything Like This Before."  These words do not inspire confidence. 

I wanted to say Wow, using a kind of despondent tone of voice, because I knew being unique in an ER, is not a good 

thing.  I did get to look at the photos after they were taken, and it was the first time I got a really good idea of exactly 

what I had done to my foot.  I demanded that I was to get a copy of the pictures before leaving the facility, the 

photographer, probable some poor aide, agreed and I started recommending pictures and angles he should get.  I 

particularly like the one taken from the foot of the gurney directly at the end of my leg - it really shows off the bones 

sticking out. While these pictures were being taken I managed to get a hold of another phone and finally got a hold of 

a family member to let them know what happened. 

Somehow, while all this was occurring, I was un-strapped from the helicopter gurney and backboard, my shoe was 

removed, and moved to a hospital gurney. OK, they tried to move me - I actually moved myself off the backboard 

while holding my leg in the air. Now moving myself hurt, but not as much as it would have hurt if they dropped me - 

and they almost did on their first and only attempt, and that was the only chance I was willing to give them.  I eagerly 

suffered the small duration of intense pain to half climb, half throw myself, off of the backboard.  If you ever have the 

opportunity to lay on a backboard for 30 min without being able to move - let's just say it's not a ride at Disneyland for 

a very good reason. 

I am not sure how long it took between seeing the ER physician and meeting my surgeon - it could have been as few 

as three minutes or as many as thirty . . . between the excruciating pain and attempts to keep my self distracted with 

humor - I just do not know.  Now I would like to make a suggestion to all hospital administrators -hire at least one very 

beautiful nurse and have her work in the ER, this will be such a great distraction for most men coming into the ER 

they will be able to completely forget about their pain. If not, well then you will really know how bad they hurt.  I know 

this because I am unable to remember if there was an attractive nurse working that day or not.  As my wife will tell 

you this is something closely akin to a miracle in the sense that it never happens - one of my co workers swears I can 

spot an attractive woman five feet behind a brick wall - she says it analogous to radar but with a concentration on 

femininity.
